Add entire contents of the pack to the bowl of the feeder. Fill the bow! with water, mix
thoroughly until fully dispersed and attach the hose. With the feeder in an upright
position, apply evenly to the whole of the area using a side-to-side motion. Application
will take approximately 8 minutes (on Variable spray Miracle-Gro® Feeder set spray to
‘flat’) under standard water pressure conditions. To make sure the nematodes are
adequately watered in, treat the same area again for a further 8 minutes if treating a
vegetable patch or 16 minutes if treating a lawn. Applications to lawns require more

water to wash the nematodes through the grass thatch.
